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Anne Nijland first started 
selling handcrafted hats, ac-
cessories and jewellery in the 
Precinct at Easter this year, 
trading from a space in the 
stables. Such was the re-
sponse, she decided to estab-
lish her shop ôFlocked and 
Fleecedõ in Harbour Street, 
opening for business in June. 
òFriends had been telling me 
for years I should be in the 
Precinct. Now I am and its 
definitely the right place for 
me; and the shop is the ideal 
space ó.  

Anne credits her lifelong 
love of wool and felting to 
growing up on a sheep farm 
at Macraes Flat. Later, when 
she did the Craft and  Design 
course at  Otago Polytechnic 
majored in textiles, she 
mixed of studies in fashion 
design, millenary and pat-
tern making as well. Sheõs 
gone on to have works in the 
Cleveland Art Awards, re-
ceive a commission from 
Lanarchõs Castle and was 
invited to put pieces in the 
ôHats Offõ charity event in 
Auckland.  

Outside her shop is the dis-
tinctive sign originally made  
for the filming of  Mister Pip 
and gifted to her by the mov-
ie company. 

Inside the shop is a huge 
range of textile art, accesso-
ries and  jewellery. Much of 
the work is her own, but she 
has also made space for other 
craft artists to feature too.  

That means she stocks not 
only hats of all descriptions , 
but also scarves, handbags, 
brooches, earrings,  hand 
crafted cushions and cushion 
covers and more. The works 
are exclusive to Oamaru too. 

She says that both men and 
women can order made to 
measure hats from her. òI do 
hats for weddings, balls, 
races and just for everyday 
wear. So yes I do Victorian 
style hats, but also Steam-
punk, gothic and the unclas-
sifiable too.ó  

The range of styles on dis-
play comes from Anne in-
vesting  her hat making not 
just her skills but with her 
personality too. With has a 

view of  her craft  as some-
thing that goes far beyond 
the utilitarian. Anne likes to 
quote Christian Dior:" A 
beautiful hat is like cham-
pagne, food for the soul and
